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PRESIDENT’S ADDRESS

The Wirzburg Conference lies behind us.
Judging from a good number of messages|
have received in the meantime, it has
been enjoyed as a meeting point con-
vening educationists from all over the
world. Let me begin, therefore, by expres-
sing my deep satisfaction at this affirmative
response which had become obvious al-
ready during the Conference.

There ware almost 270 registered parti-
cipants at Wirzburg, and many of them
were accompanied by their husbands,
wives, children or friends. 27 countrnes
were represented which may be regarded
as a proof of the wide and multinational
attractiveness our Sociely has gained
since its foundation twenty-two years ago.

Thanking all participants - members and
non-members - for their coming | want to
lay special emphasis on the attendance
ol colleaguas from the Socialist countnies
and from overseas.

Besides it was a great pleasure for us to
have a good number of students among
us, in particular from the Third World
countries. CESE has demonstrated again
its philosophy, In thal it considers its
European base as an open door to the
other continents. In this context our So-
ciety felt greatly honoured by the World
Council taking the opportunity ol the
Woirzburg Conference 1o hald an impor-
tant meeting which resulted, among other
matters, in Michel Debeauvais’ election
as the new Chairman of the worldwide
association,

Calling the Wirzburg Conference a suc-
cess, one has, above all, to lake into

account the high degree of active contri-
bution and co-operation, documented by
the presentation ol more than eighty
papers, by the quality of the discussions
and, generally speaking, by the remarka-
ble attendance of the plenary and group
sessions up to the closing session, Howe-
var, there is no doubt about the gaps
which have not been filled and about
deficits which participanis may have per-
celved to a smaller or greater extent. Let
me identity only three open guestions
which seem to me worth articulating,

First, the list of papers has beencharacte-
rised by the preponderance of themes
devoted to cases and trends of one country
each, while truly comparative analyses
were apparently underrepresented. This
disproportion, having confronted compa-
ratists with one of their fundamental issues
fram the beginning, therefore will remain
on the agenda. In this context one should
not overlook though thal comparisons
were implied in the contents of many
papers and explicitly put forward in the
discussions, thus, al least indirectly, paving
the way to the comparative lavel

Secondly, the Conference theme has un-
derined the interdisciplinary dimension
of Comparative Education within the com-
plex of Comparative Social Research.
Many contributions consisted in efforts to
relate educational cases and problems o
sociological, psychological, economic,
political, philosophical and religious as-
pects. It goes withoul saying that this
course must be conlinued and intensi-
fied.

Thirdly, nobody could deny the educational
and political relevance of the Conlerence
theme. Offering an open platform for the
identification and discussion of a subject
of high topical, if not “explosive™ guality,
CESE has proved again its committment
o the task of merging the striving for
theoretically clarifying its position with
the awareness of the necessily to refate
its thematic and methodic efforts to the
needs of human education

The Executive Committee has been totally
re-elected, except for Robert Cowen who
has entered a long-term engagement in
Brazil and, therafore, was not available for
a second candidature.

While Edmund King has taken his place
as one of the Vice presidents, Mauro
Laeng has joined the Executive Committ
as a new member. The new Executive
Committe, having co-opted Henk Van
daele again as Secretary-Treasurer, will
doits best to pursue its policy towards the
benelit of CESE.

It will be grateful for any advice and
recommendation.

First of all, members and non-members
are kindly asked to put forward their
suggestions with regard to the prepara-
tions of the 12th Conference which will be
held at Antwerp in 1985.

Thanks are also expressed to all persons
and institutions who contributed to the
success of the Wirzburg Conference :

at Franklurt a.M., the Geselischafl zir
Farderung Padagogischer Forschung, the
Federal Minister of Education, the Bavarian
State Government, the Mayor of Wirzburg
and the President of the Wirzburg univer-
Sity.

— Mitter stresses the cooperation with
the language-bound and national socisties
inside Europe and with several Compara-
tive Education Societies outside Europe.

CESE is pleased with the fruitful coopera-
tion with the World Council of Comparative
Education Societies and also stresses
the cooperation with UNESCO. Mitter
hopes that relations with comparative
educationists in Eastern Europe will grow.
The recently started cooperation with
Hungarian colleagues resulted in the pu-
blication of an article by M. lliés in News-
letter 12.

— Summing up the President feels that
the retrospective view of the past two
years seems to offer an outlook of mode-
rate optimism in a period of austerity and
disenchantment.
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3. Secretary-Treasurer's reportiH. Van
daele)

In September 1981 the CESE General
Assembly elected a new Commitlee ;
W. Mitter (presidant), R. Cowen and J.L
Garcia Garrido (vice-president), M. De-
beauvais and E. King (members).

The new Executive Committee met five
times:

a) in Frankfurt a.M. in November 1981 ;
b) in Sévres in May 1982 ;

c) in Madrid in November 1982 ;

d) in Frankfurt a.M.in February 1983 ;
a) in Wirzburg on July 3, 1983

The following items have been discussed :
follow up of the 1981 Geneva conferance ;
theme and venue of the 1983 Wirzburg
conference ; financial situation of CESE ;
the arrangement with the European Cul-
tural Foundation ; relations with UNESCO,
IBE, World Council, and national and

#™-egional societies ; the preparation of the

World Conference in Paris 1984 the
CESE Newsletter ; CESE membership.

The CESE membership list contains ap-
proximately 300 names. We regret the
death of Maro Montessori (Holland), Prof.
Akrawi (Lebanon), and Prof. Barnard (En-
gland). Some members have resigned,
either for professional or personal reasons.
On the other hand, some 30 colleagues
have joined the society.

The CESE Newsletter was published twice
in 1981 and twice in 1982

Gratitude is expressed to all members
who have supplied the CESE secretarial
with information.

The secretary-treasurer comments in de-
tail on the financial situation of CESE
during 1881 and 1982. From 1977 to
1980 CESE received grants from the
European Cultural Foundation. From the
beginning the CESE Committee knew

Fclhal the ECF would consider phasing out

this support,

This process started in 1981 when CESE
recaived only half the usual grant. Thanks
are expressed to the ECF and in particular
ta Dr. Cerych.

A naw system of inviting members lo pay
their annual fees was adopted in 1982,
Since then more members pay their con-
tribution, so it is assumed that this new
procedure contributed to maintain the
sound financial situation of CESE.

A. Marquez reports on the auditing of
CESE's accounts. B.Holmes and Marquez
have checked all the figures and found
them in accordance with the balances
established by the secretary-treasurer,

The General Assembly expresses its warm
thanks lo H. Van daele for his work in
managing the Society's finances.

4. Budget 1984-1985 and membership
feas.

— According to art. 5.2 of the CESE statu-
tes, the General Assembly can exclude

members whose subscriptions are in ar-
rears for more than two years. As members
recaive one invoice and evenlually two
reminders per annum, the Executive Com-
mittee formally proposes to exclude those
members ; they will however receive a
last invitation to pay, reminding them of
arl, 5.2. This proposition is unanimously
adopted.

— The amount of the annual subscription
is determined by the General Assembly.
In order to avoid the consequences of a
possible devaluation of the Belgian Franc,
the Executive Committee proposes lo
determine the membership fee in ECU
(European Currency Unit). Since 1979
the ECU is the official unit of the European
Monetary System. The current member-
ship fee of 650 BF is approximately equi-
valent to 15 ECL.

In order to compehsate for the recent
devaluation of the Belgian franc and in
order to cope with the rising cosls of
running a sociaty, the Executive Committes
proposes to raise the annual membership
fee to the eguivalent sum in Belgian
francs of 20 ECU, starting in 1984. This
propasition is unanimously accepted.

— The Executive Committee also proposes
to accepl graduate sludents as CESE
members paying an annual fee of 10
ECU. Unanimously accepted.

— As bank espenses are very high lor
international transactions, the Execulive
Committee proposes that membership
lees for 1984 and 1985 be paid together,
Members will be invited in the spring of
1984 to pay biannually for a two-year
period, that is the 1984 and the 1985 fee,
either by cheque or in cash to the CESE
secretary-treasurer during one of the 1984
conferences. In doing 0, members will
only have to pay 35 ECU instead of the
normal 40 ECU (1984; 20 ECU and
1885 : 20 ECU). This proposition of the
Executive Committee is also unanimously
adopted.

5. CESE Conference 1985

Mitter is pleased to announce that several
national or language bound societies are
willing to act as local organisers for future
CESE conferences : the Dutch speaking
society, the new Italian society, the Hun-
garian colleagues and the Spanish com-
parative education society.

After examining the various possibilities,
the Executive Committee fell that the
proposal from the Dutch speaking society
is the best prepared at thismoment. Inthe
absence of J, Branger, president of the
MN.G.V.O. (Dutch speaking society), Marc
Vansteenkiste (N.GV.O. treasurer) is In-
vited to take the floor. Vansteenkiste
formally proposes that the N.G.V.O, would
act as host for the 12th CESE Conlerence,
to be held at the Universitaire Instelling
Antwerpen (University of Antwerp, Belgium)
during the first week of July 1985. The
university authorities already agreed, the
necessary halls are booked. The N.G.V.O.

proposes as theme the relationship bet-
ween education and the new technologies.

The General Assembly agrees with the
proposed location and date. Mitter ex-
presses thanks to the Dulch speaking
society for the preparatory work done so
far. The theme will be discussed in the
near future by the new CESE executive
committee.

6. Election of the
Committee 1983-1985

Executive

Mitter reports that the following CESE
members had accepted to sit on the
election committee : Sutherland (Chair-
person), Anweiler, Auba, Borghi, Marin
Ibanez. Prof. Sutherand reminds the Gene-
ral Assembly that the conclusions of the
election committee are, of course, only
suggestions o the General Assembly.
However, the members have expressed
their nominations in such a clear way thal
the work of the election committee was
easy. The election commitiee proposes ;
as CESE president: W. Milter; as vice-
presidents: J.L. Garcia Garrido and E.
King ; as members: M. Debeauvais and
M. Laeng. The proposed candidates are
elected unanimously by the General As-
sembly.

All new Committee members feel honoured
and express words of thanks. Mitter also
has words of thanks for the election com-
mittee and for Robert Cowen who leaves
the Executive Committee after six years
of fine cooperation.

7. Other business

The question of copyright of the papers
presented at CESE Conference is raised.
It is agreed that the copyright belongs to
CESE, but that authors will be consulted
before publication.

After expressing renewed thanks to all
persons and institutions who collaborated
in order to make a success of the 11th
CESE Conference and to all CESE mem-

_ bers who contributed to the fruitful and

amicable General Assembly, Mitter invites
all presant to participate inthe 12th CESE
Conference in Antwerp (Belgium).

The meeting is closed at 18.30.

Pour notre pays, la perspective actuelle
de changement se situe sur deux plans:

1) Celui du développement légal des lan-
gues régionales & 'école dans lusage
primaire (jusqu'a 10-12 ans) et des études
comparées grammaticale el structurale,
au niveau Secondaire, Supérigur et Nor-
mal. Cetle perspective est valable pourle
Basque, le Breton, le Catalan, le Corse, le

seas visitors. Mr. James Porter (Director
of the Commonwealth Institute, London)
gave the Presidential address (and kept
his audience awake after the Annual Din-
ner). The wilingness of scholars from
disciplines other than Education to attend
and speak al the conference indicates
the seripusness with which people in
many different areas of work regard the
nead for understanding and comparison
in an international contex! and is one
reason for the recent inclusion of the
world 'intermational’ in the BCES title.

The Proceedings of the 1983 Conference
will be published in 1884, but meanwhile,
colleagues may be interested in acompre-

1) In preparation for the World Congress.

M zonterence 1984 will probably be held
at Chester (September 14-16) and the
theme will be - Technical and Technologi-
cal Change. Details will be available early
in 1984 and once again, BCIES hopes
that overseas colleagues will participate
and contribute to an important area of
study. Regional day conferences are also
being planned for 1984,

Publications. The Society's journal, Com-
pare (Carfax, Oxford), is maintaining and
increasing its good academic status. The
Proceedings of the Worcester Conference
1982 - Youth, Educatlion and Employment ;
International Perspectives - (Croom Helm)
is possibly one of the most uselul collec-
tions of papers available on this topic, and
can now be obtained through the Society
at the much reduced price of € 9.50 {Irom
the Treasurer, Mr. Leon Boucher, Chester
College of H.E., Chester, CH1 4BJjascan
copies of previous Conference Procee-
dings. An up-dated edition of the Edin-
burgh Proceedings, 1978 - Education for
a Multi-Cultural Society (Croom Helm) -
will become available in the New Year,
also at a reduced price H purchased
through the Society.

International Co-operation. BCIES weal-
comes the closer links which are being
torged with other European societies and
assures overseas colleagues of its wil-
lingness 1o assistthem in their visits to the
UK and to collaborate in joint ventures.

erste Woche war bestimmi von Besuchen
in zahlreichen Institutionen und Ge-
sprachen mit Vertretern der Bildungsver-
wallung in London, wihrend sich die
zweite Woche auf eine mehrtagige Kon-
ferenz in York und Schulbesuche in der
Umgebung konzentrierte. Die wissen-
schaftlichen Ertrage dieser Exkursion
sollen in VE-Informationen veroffentlicht
werden.

In March 1979 the then ning member
states of the European Community in-
troduced the European Monetary Sys-
tem.

By indicating its membership fees in
ECU, the Comparative Education So-
ciely of Europe receives a more stable
income, since the ECU is not subject to
daily fluctuations of exchange rates. A
devaluation of the Belgian Franc, for
instance, (currency in which CESE
membership fees are currenlly paid)
would entail a proportionate loss of
income,

The CESE General Assembly at Wiirz-
burg has decided to fix the annual
membership fee at an equivalent sum

of 20.-ECU (payable in Belgian francs _

or in a member's national currency). A
reduction of 5§ ECU will be granted o
members who pay two years' member-
ship at once and at the latest before

151 August 1984, Members will in due
time be invited to pay their member-
ship fee, using the exchange rate of
the ECU at the time of payment.
